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We implement educational practice under the new subtitle starting from November, and in the following year, we will publicly present our
research results in June.
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Children will also organize the orientation and poster session, and participate in the subject meetings and reflect on the practices.

Open Classes and Open Research Meeing
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Two to three times a year, participants are invited from within and outside of the prefecture to open their classes to the public.
Participants share their observations of children in the open classes and discuss how classes should be like in the future.
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Educational Practice Research Meeting
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Conducted once or twice a month, 20 times a year. About 1.5 to 2 hours for each.
All faculty members (including kindergarten faculty members depending on the content of research discussions) participate.
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By having all teachers write practice records, read each other’s work, and engage in active listening, we promote reflection on our practice.
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Children participate two to three times a year to discuss learning from the child's perspective and the teacher's perceptions.
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Set the time for subject research group and lesson study group on the Timetable
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The subject meeting where teachers from both elementary and junior high department discuss the curriculum and related matters for the
same subject.
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The lesson study meeting where teachers from both departments engage in discussions and active listening based on observing children in
the classroom. (Comprised of teachers from different subject areas, transcending the boundaries of individual subjects.)
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Collaboration with Fukui United Graduate School of Professional Development of Teachers, University of Fukui
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We promote collaborative practices with the Graduate School of Education to develop the practical

abilities of teachers who lead the transformation of learning perspectives, as well as to establish the

foundation for such collaborative practices.
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Collaborative research with the research project group.
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We allocate a designated time slot (1 hour per week]) in the timetable for research project meetings, where we collaborate with faculty
members from the Graduate School of Education to advance research.
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Ongoing and daily consultation and support activities provided by faculty members of the Graduate School of
Education for inclusive education.
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Always share the results of observations with teachers and apply them to classroom and grade level management.
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Enhancement of support for children and families through collaboration with staff members from the medical faculty and conduct cohort studies.
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Daily student observation by the staff of the counseling room (Komorebi) to gain a better understanding of the students.
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Providing various types of support for children based on child observations conducted by school counselors and faculty members from the
University of Fukui, United Graduate School of Education.
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Collaboration as a cooperative research collaborator at research conference, etc.
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Participation as a research collaborator in all subjects
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Planning and organizing Round Table ZONE E
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Organizing an executive committee from junior high students and graduates of the school and
designing a learning space for diverse people to talk to each other.
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
